在日外国商工会議所は、2002年からビジ

ネス景況アンケート調査を年2回実施してい

る。今回は第17回目の調査であり2010年4月

12～23日に実施され、396の有効的返答を

受け取った。

今回の調査結果において、日本経済の見

通し及び調査に返答した企業の業績に関し

て、多くの場合に前回の調査（2009年秋）の

結果と比べて著しい向上が見られた。

日本経済のこの先６ヶ月見通しはさらなる

向上が期待されており、＋0.59(2009年春の

調査では＋0.25)、さらにこの先12ヶ月の経

済見通しについて、企業は好転すると予測し

＋0.79（2009年秋は＋0.66）という結果を示

した。それ以上に重要な点は、この先６ヶ月

の売上げおよび利益の見通しに関しては明

らかに増加するとみている。売上げの指数は

＋0.88（前回は+0.47）、利益は＋0.76（前回

は+0.40）。売上げは僅か７％が、さらに利益

は8％が大きく減少するとみている一方、売

上げは89％及び利益は73％とかなりの成長

を期待している。

外資系企業戦略においては、殆どの企業

が去年からのこの厳しい状況を経験している

にもかかわらず引き続きかなり強気である。

73％（2009年秋では66％）が成長する、23％

が現状保持、3％が縮小、さらに1％（396社

中の4社）が日本市場からの撤退を考えてい

ると回答した。これらの調査結果は前回のも

のよりも楽観的ではあるがかなり強い向上を

示した。

Foreign Chambers 
Business Confidence Survey

Spring 2010

The Foreign Chambers in Japan (FCIJ) has been 
conducting Business Confidence surveys online 
twice a year since 2002 among foreign-affiliated 
companies in Japan. This, the 17th, survey was 
conducted between April 12 and 23, and received 
396 valid responses. 

Over the line, this survey shows improvements, 
in many cases rather significant, both regarding 
the outlook for the Japanese economy and 
the performance of the surveyed companies, 
compared to the previous survey (Fall 2009). 

The economy for the next 6 months is expected 
to further improve, the index (on a scale from 
+2 to -2) was now +0.59 (compared to +0.25 in 
fall 2009), and looking 12 months ahead, the 
companies see a continued turn for the better 
- the index shows +0.79 (+0.66 in the previous 
survey). Even more importantly, the forecasts for 
the coming six months for sales and profitability 
both show a notable growth. The sales forecast 
index was +0.88 (previous survey +0.47) and that 
for profitability +0.76 (+0.40). Only 7% expect a 
further some or strong decline in sales and only 
8% profitability, while 89% and 73% respectively 
see strong or some improvement.  

Concerning the strategies of the foreign-affiliated 
companies in Japan, most of them continue to be 
rather bullish despite experiencing tough times 
in the last year or so. 73% (66% in the Fall 2009 
survey) are looking for further growth and 23% 
expecting to sustain their current level. 3% are 
planning to downsize, but only 1% (four companies 
out of the surveyed 396) are considering 
withdrawing from the market. These results show a 
fairly strong improvement in the optimism compared 
to the findings in the previous survey. 

The two alternating questions were regarding the 
currency rates (EUR/JPY for Europeans, USD/JPY 
for others) and Nikkei index in 6 months time. The 
average estimate for USD was 94.7 and for the EUR 
129.2 Nikkei index is predicted to be at 11,041 (at 
the level when the survey was conducted).
